“Sapalanmis va toplanmis” — gérkamli Azarbaycan musiqi xadimi, bastakar va pedaqoq Uzeyir
bay Hacibaylinin (1885-1948) miihiim metaforalarindan biridir. XX asrin avvalinda o, mahz bu
metaforadan istifade edarak, Qarbi voa Markazi Asiyanin sifahi ananaya asaslanan pesakar
musiqi ananasini alti tarafli va on iki stitunlu bir saray saklinds tagdim etmisdir. Bu parlaq
metafora boyik Ssfiaddin Urmavinin adi ile baglidir. Onun Xlll asrdan etibaran formalasan
musiqgi-nazari irsi diinya musigisi tarixinda yeni bir dévriin asasini goymusdur. U.Hacibaylinin
sozlarina gora, Safiaddin Urmavi tarafindan yaradilmis musiqi sistemi sonradan ayri-ayri milli
dovlatlarin magam nazariyyalarina parcalanmisdir. Lakin musiginin 6z muxtalif dillards
danisan, diinyanin ayri-ayri gusalarinda yasayan xalglarihamisa birlasdirmisdir.

Bayat makami, 6ziinda makan va ev ideyasini ehtiva edan musigi magami, konsertimizin
markazi mévzusudur. Bu giin Bayati dlinya boyu sapaleanmis musiqgi ananalarini Azarbaycanda
bir araya gatirir. Bayate-Tiirk, Bayate-Siraz, Bayate-isfahan, Bayate-Kiird — bunlar bu giin makam
sanatinin palitrasinda esidacayimiz nimunalarin sadaca kicik bir hissasidir. @n gadim
zamanlardan bari bayat muxtalif xalglarin ananavi musigisinda saslenarak, cografi baximdan
bir-birindan uzaq musiqi ananalarini — garbda Magrib 6lkalarindan baslayaraq sarqda
Mongolustanadak — bir araya gatirmisdir.

Cografi baximdan Bayatin yolu Slcazair, Misir va Tiirkiyadan baslayir, israil va iran tizerindan
Azarbaycana, Tirkmanistana, Ozbakistana, Tacikistana gadar uzanir va oradan da Cinin simal
sarhadlarina va Mongolustan ¢ollarina gedib ¢ixir.

Bu magam va onunla gohum olan digar magamlar asasinda yaranmis melodiyalar azan zamani
minaralardan ucalir. Misalmanlarin yas marasimlarinda, Yom Kippur bayraminda (yani
“Gunahlarin Bagislanmasi Glin(i”) sefardilarin ibadati zamani va sarq xristian kilsalarinin axsam
ayininda da bu melodiyalar saslanir. Eyni zamanda, bu melodiyalar uzun hava janrindaifa olunur
va irag magami, mugam-dastgah, avaz-destgah, magom va mugam kimi janrlarin goxhissali
kompozisiyalarinda bélmalar saklinda yeralir.

Space of Mugam — 7th International Music
Festival-2025

17-22 June 2025

In recent decades, global efforts to preserve and promote the traditional music of Eastern
peoples have increasingly highlighted the importance of Azerbaijani mugam. This jewel of an art
form, based on complex tonal systems, is an example of a musical tradition of deep artistic value
and intercultural significance. Its inclusion in UNESCO's Representative List of the Intangible
Cultural Heritage of Humanity confirms its status as an essential part of the world's intangible
heritage.

Initiated by the Heydar Aliyev Foundation, the first “Space of mugam” International Music
Festival held in March 2009 in Baku established itself as an important event for the study and
development of mugam and related magam traditions. The festival pursues three main
objectives: to gather information about the contemporary state of interrelated musical forms,
to restore historical connections between regional and ethnic musical cultures, and to facilitate
an active creative dialogue among the performers of these traditions.

The festival's previous six editions — in 2009, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2018, and 2023 — brought
together a wide community of participants representing various regional traditions, including
both renowned figures and those new to their creative journey: musicians, composers, scholars,
and cultural promoters. The 7th “Space of mugam” International Music Festival thus
strengthens its position as an important center for the study, preservation, and development of
mugam and related musical forms, encourages serious intellectual and artistic exchange
between connoisseurs and practitioners globally, and at the same time brings immediate joy to
audiences through live performances.

Opening Ceremony — “Bayat” concert-performance

“Scattered and gathered” is one of the important metaphors of the prominent Azerbaijani music
figure, composer, and educator Uzeyir bey Hajibeyli (1885-1948). In the early 20th century,
using this very metaphor, he presented the professional music tradition of Western and Central
Asia, which is based on oral tradition, in the form of a palace with six sides and twelve columns.
This brilliant metaphor is associated with the great Safiyaddin Urmavi. His music-theoretical
legacy, formed beginning in the 13th century, laid the foundation for a new era in the history of
world music. According to Uzeyir Hajibeyli, the musical system created by Safiyaddin Urmavi was
later fragmented into separate national modal theories. However, music itself has always united
peoples who speak different languages and live in different corners of the world. The Bayat
mode, a musical mode embodying the idea of place and home, is the central theme of our
concert. Today, Bayat brings together musical traditions scattered across the world here in
Azerbaijan. Bayati-Turk, Bayati-Shiraz, Bayati-Isfahan, Bayati-Kurd — these are merely a small
part of the examples of modes we will hear today in the palette of the art of mugam. Since
ancient times, Bayat has sounded in the traditional music of various peoples, bringing together
musically distant traditions — from the Maghreb countries in the West to Mongolia in the East.
Geographically, the path of Bayat begins in Algeria, Egypt and Turkey, extends over Israel and
Iran to Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, and Tajikistan, and from there reaches the
northern borders of China and the steppes of Mongolia. Melodies based on this mode and other
related modes rise from minarets during the call to prayer (azan). In Muslim mourning
ceremonies, during the Jewish Yom Kippur holiday (“Day of Atonement”) prayers of Sephardic
Jews, and in the evening liturgy of Eastern Christian churches, these melodies are also heard. At
the same time, these melodies are performed in the uzun hava long song genre and appear as
sections in the multi-part compositions of genres such as Iragi magam, mugam-dastgah, avaz-
dastgah, magom, and mugam. Now, together with you, we embark on a fascinating journey on
the stage of the Heydar Aliyev Palace, bringing together traditions scattered in all their diversity
of forms, compositions, and interpretations.

“Mugam Hour” an interactive sound performance

“Mugam Hour” is an installation and performance project inspired by an iconic radio program
that aired on Azerbaijan State Radio in the 1950s—60s. It reflects the regular broadcasts of
traditional music recordings that were extremely popular among the population at that time.
That program became a unique attribute of the soundscape of cities and villages, an inseparable
part of the lifestyle of an entire generation. The goal of the project is to revive the musical sound
of that era, which was ubiquitous and almost mysteriously ever-present. Even if you didn't have
aradio at home, you might hear the sounds of that broadcast either from an open shop window
or from a distant summer house in Absheron. To recreate this feeling, from 14:00 to 15:00 the
recordings of that radio program will be played on various devices in different corners of the Old
City.

International Musicology Symposium — Opening and Presentations

A symposium titled “Safiaddin al-Urmawi's Musical Legacy — Between Past and Modernity” is
dedicated to the life and work of the great 13th-century musicologist, musician, and calligrapher
Safiaddin al-Urmawi, whose life and works are a brilliant example of infinite love and service to
music.

The aim of the symposium is to examine Safiaddin al-Urmawi's scientific and creative legacy
across a broad region, including Azerbaijan, in the context of the continuity of musical thought.
Atthe same time, one of the main tasks is to trace the line of continuity of scholarly thought from
the time of Safiaddin al-Urmawi to the present day. Symposium participants are invited to
consider al-Urmawi's legacy from ancient times to the modern era in the context of musical
thought, so that a proper epistemological perspective can be determined for the study of his
theory.

Alongside theoretical legacy, practical issues also hold an important place in the symposium's
work. These include the challenges of transcribing and performing Safiaddin al-Urmawi's
compositions, as well as issues surrounding the fundamental concept of magam that unites the
oral and professional musical heritage of the peoples of Western and Central Asia.

In 2023, within the Space of Mugam Festival, an experimental project was held at the Palace of
the Shirvanshahs — in a continuous 24-hour performance, 30 xananda (singers) and sazanda
(instrumentalists) presented mugam dastgahs. Works by local and foreign electronic music
producers were used as transitions, some of which were performed live. It is proposed that this
unique format be presented this time at three cultural venues with 4-hour programs.
“Commentators” from other musical cultures are invited to each part—Arab magam on the oud,
new folk on Korean traditional instruments, and jazz electronica/ambient. It is hoped that this
approach will revive interestin the art of mugam and attract the younger generation.
